Pavel Bosak celebrated his seventieth hirthday
Derek C. Ford' Teresa Madeyska?, Helena Hercman? Nadja Zupan-Hajna?, Pavel Bella* a redak-

ce periodika Cesky kras®

Ac se tomu pfi neutuchajici aktivité prof. RNDr. Pavla Bosdka, DrSc.,
ve vyzkumu krasu, jeskyndfstvi, v organizaci védy a v péci o publika-
ce tykajici se krasu a jeskyni nechce uvéfit, skute¢né 14. srpna 2021
oslavil toto vyznamné Zivotni jubileum. V jeho pfipadé je ovem
mnohem dalezit¢jsim milnikem, nez samotné Zivotni{ jubileum, vice
nez 50 let naplnénych praci a vyzkumy v krasu a jeskynich fady zem{
svéta. Clenem redakéni rady tohoto periodika je od svazku & 1, kery
vysel v roce 1976. Podilel se tedy svoji editorskou praci (i fadou ¢ldn-
k1) na viech 47 ro¢nicich Ceského krasu véetné tohoto.

V diivéjsich svazcich periodika Cesky kras byly publikoviny
medailonky k jeho padesdtce (od L. Jancatikové, sv. XXVII, 2001)
a k Sedesdtce (od P. Prunera, sv. XXXVII, 2011). Oba pfispévky shr-
nuly zdsluhy P. Bosdka o vyzkum krasu a jeskyni, pocetnd ndrod-
ni i mezindrodni ocenénf a ¢innost v organizaci védy a v redakeich
odbornych ¢asopisti u nds i ve svété. Oba obsahovaly Siroké vybéry
z jeho bibliografie. Spo¢itat viechny zahrani¢ni a tuzemské publikace
a vyzkumné zprdvy za celych 50 let své publika¢ni ¢innosti zfejmé
dokéZe jen sdm jubilant. Soudime, Ze jich celkem bylo okolo 900.

Mezindrodné nejcitovanéjsi je z nich rozsahld monografie Paleo-
karst. A Systematic and Regional Review (editofi P. Bosdk, D. C. Ford,
J. Glazek a I. Hordéek, 1989), kterou soubézné vydaly vydavatelstvi
Academia a Elsevier. V dnes$ni dobé¢ je uz bibliografie jednotlivych
autort dobfe dostupnd v online databdzich (naptiklad od roku 2004
na webu knihovny Geologického tstavu Akademie véd Ceské re-
publiky https://www.gli.cas.cz/cs/evidence-publikacni-cinnosti-pra-
covniku-geologickeho-ustavu-asep).

Pavlova vyzkumn4 ¢innost se v poslednich desetiletich vyznam-
nou mérou orientuje do zahranidi, zejména do Slovinska, kde je
dopisujicim ¢lenem Slovinské akademie véd a uméni (SAZU)
a externim spolupracovnikem Ustavu pro vyzkum krasu (Institut
za raziskovanje krasa ZRC SAZU) a do Polska, kde byl v roce 2004
jmenovin profesorem v oboru nauk o Zemi a kde se stal v roce 2007
zahrani¢nim ¢lenem Polské akademie uméni a véd (Polska Akademia
Umiejetnosci). V nemensi mife bddd i na Slovensku a jinde v za-
hrani¢i. Pasobil a pusobi také ve vysokych funkcich v Mezindrodn{
speleologické unii (UIS).

Pavel Bosik naddle pilné jezdi dokumentovat postup tézby
ve Velkolomu Certovy schody a bidd v Ceském krasu, v krasu Krko-
no$ i na Moravé a naddle se vénuje vyzkumu v Geologickém tstavu
AV CR, kde je v sou¢asné dobé piedsedou Rady instituce. Vice nez
polovina jeho aktivity ale byla v posledni dobé sméfovina do zahra-

With respect to unrelenting activity of Prof. RNDr. Pavel Bosdk,
DrSc., in karst research, in caving, in science organization and in the
editorial care on publications related to karst and caves, it is hard to
believe that Pavel celebrated his seventieth birthday on August 14",
2021. In this case, more important milestone than his life jubilee
is more than 50 years fulfilled by work and research in karst areas
and caves of many countries of the World. He became a member
of Editorial board of this periodical since Vol. 1 published in 1976.
Therefore, his editorial work (and numerous papers) supported all
47 volumes of Ces/ey’ kras, including this one.

Papers celebrating his fiftieth birthday (by L. Jancatikova, Cesky
kras XXVII, 2001) and sixtieth birthday (by P Pruner, Cex/e}i feras
XXXVII, 2011) reviewed his merit in karst and caves research, nume-
rous Czech and international awards, his work in science organizati-
on and work in editorial boards of international and Czech journals.
Both these papers contained extensive lists of his selected publicati-
ons. To count up all his international and local papers, books and
research reports for the whole 50 years of research can probably only
Pavel alone. We suppose the number of them was about 900.

Out of these publications, the most frequently internationally
cited is the extensive monograph Paleokarst. A Systematic and Re-
gional Review (by P. Bosdk, D. C. Ford, J. Glazek and I. Hordcek,
eds., 1989), published simultaneously by Academia and Elsevier pu-
blishers. The papers published by Pavel Bosdk can be easily searched
online today, e.g. since 2004 on web of Institute of Geology of the
Czech Academy of Sciences: https://www.gli.cas.cz/cs/evidence-pub-
likacni-cinnosti-pracovniku-geologickeho-ustavu-asep).

The research of Pavel Bosdk is largely oriented to foreign coun-
tries during the last decades, especially to Slovenia, where he acts
as a corresponding member of Slovenian Academy of Sciences and
Arts and affiliated researcher of Karst Research Institute ZRC SAZU.
Pavel is active also in Poland, where he was awarded by the professor
degree in 2004 and where he became a foreign member of the Polish
Academy of Arts and Sciences. He is equally active in Slovakia and
participated in research also in other countries. Pavel Bosdk also ser-
ved in several high posts of the International Union of Speleology.

Pavel regularly visits the Velkolom Certovy schody Quarry,
where he documents the geological and karst features exposed by
the limestone quarrying. Besides the Bohemian Karst he makes re-
search also in the karst of the Krkonose (Giant) Mountains and in
the karst of Moravia. He acts as the Head of the Institute Council
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ni¢i. Vzhledem k tomu jsme se rozhodli pojmout leto$ni Pavlovo
vyznamné zivotni jubileum trochu jinak a pozddat o spise osobni
vzpominky na spoluprici s nim jeho nejcastéjsi kolegy v zahranidi.
Mozaika dodanych piispévka, nékdy vice osobnich a nékdy popis-
nych, je bez ohledu na piivodni jazyk publikovdna soubézné v Cestiné
¢i slovensting a v anglicting.

Pavel Bosik

V 1éeé roku 1973 se v Olomouci pod vedenim prof. Vladimira Panose
uskutecnil 3. kongres Mezinarodni speleologické unie. Ucastnil jsem
se ho se svou rodinou a s paltuctem kanadskych postgradudlnich
studentt a jejich doprovodem se zdjmem o jeskyné a kras. Vladimir
pozédal jednoho ¢eského studenta geologie, aby organizoval pro nasi
skupinu samostatnou pred-kongresovou exkurzi. To bylo poprvé,
kdy jsem se setkal s velmi mladym, ale jiz v této oblasti vzdélanym
lidskym dynamem, zndmym jako Pavel Bosdk. Jako touto témati-
kou sblizen{ krasovi nadSenci (zfejmé fanati¢ti) jsme se hned stali
dobrymi prdteli a od té doby si uZivali vzdjemnou pritomnost pii
mnoha profesnich i spolecenskych setkdnich. Prvni spole¢nd akce,
exkurze v Cechéch, symbolizovala Pavlovy schopnosti — byla mimo-
f4dné dobfe organizovéna a prezentace $iroké $kdly novych a dobte
popsanych jeskyni a krasovych jevi byla kazdy vecer ukonéena vel-
kym hodovénim v historickych mistech.

Zanedlouho jsme opét spolupracovali. Jako mlady profesiondl-
-geolog puisobici v oblasti Cech, Slovenska i v zahrani¢f se Pavel
naucil hodné o uloze jeskyni a zdvrtd atd. v zachyceni nerostnych
surovin a jejich akumulaci béhem geologické historie, o hlavnich
loZiskdch nerostnych surovin (stfibro, olovo, zinek, bauxit, zelezo,
fluorit, uran, skldfsky a slévdrensky pisek i pisek pro stavebnictvi atd.,
atd.), stejné tak i o hlavnim podilu svétovych zdsob zemniho ply-
nu a ropy. Pavel pfizval svého kolegu Ivana Hordcka (paleobiologa),
dnes jiz nezijictho kolegu z Polska Jerzyho Glazka a mé, abychom
spolecné sestavili prvni celosvétovy systematicky a regiondlni prehled
o povaze a pivodu paleokrasovych jevil a jejich nerostnych surovi-
ndch. Pro mladého clovéka to byl ambiciézni plan, Pavel ale, jako
hlavni editor knihy, rozhodil na zikladé studii z Ciny, SSSR, vétsiny
Evropy, severni Afriky, USA a Kanady a dokonce z nékterych ostrovit
v Pacifiku svoje sité Siroce a Gspé$né. Systematické kapitoly se tykaly
zdrojii nerostnych surovin, hydrogeologickych a inzenyrskych rizik
a odbornych otdzek vzniku paleokrasu. Celkem pfispélo 32 autorti ze
sedmndcti zemi. Jako hlavni editor musel Pavel pracovat velmi tvrd¢,
aby stimuloval autory a udrzZel je v ¢asovém harmonogramu. Moje
prace byla editovat angli¢tinu z hlediska srozumitelnosti a stylu: bé-
hem toho jsem se nauc¢il mnohé o paleokrasu, za coz jsem dodnes
vdéeny ,$éfovi“. Kniha Paleokarst: A Systematic and Regional Review
byla publikovdna vydavatelstvim Academia v Praze v roce 1989 se
725 stranami.'

Nebylo pro mé prekvapenim, kdyz jeho energie a $ife zkuSenost
ve védach o Zemi dovedla Pavla na misto, kde mohl slouzZit své zemi,
tedy na misto feditele Geologického tstavu Akademie véd Ceské
republiky. Mél jsem tu Cest navstivit tento Gstav jako hodnotitel
a nalezl jsem v ném dobfe strukturovanou expertni organizaci, fize-

in the Institute of Geology of the CAS. Nevertheless, a majority of
his research is oriented to abroad. With respect to this we asked his
foreign colleagues for short texts focused on their cooperation with
Pavel. A mosaic of received texts, in some cases more personal, in
other more descriptive, is published simultaneously in Czech/Slovak

and English.

In the summer of 1973 the third congress of the International
Union of Speleology was held at Olomouc under the direction
of Professor Vladimir Pano$. I attended with my family and half
a dozen Canadian graduate students and associates interested in
caves and karst. Vladimir requested a young Czech geology stu-
dent to organize a special pre-congress field trip in the Bohemian
karst for our group, and so it was that I first met the very young
but already learned human dynamo known as Pavel Bosdk. As fel-
low karst enthusiasts (fanatics, perhaps?) we immediately became
good friends, and have enjoyed each other’s company in profes-
sional business and at many social meetings ever since. That first
event, the Bohemia tour, was emblematic of Pavel’s capabilities,
being exceptionally well organized, showing us a wide range of
new and well-explained cave and karst features, then finishing up
with great feasts in historic villages each night.

We were soon collaborating again. As a junior professional
geologist working in Czech and Slovak regions and abroad, Pavel
learned a lot about the role of natural caves and sinkholes, etc. in
trapping and accumulating, over geological timespans, major de-
posits of economic minerals (silver, lead, zinc, bauxite, iron, fluo-
rite, uranium, sands for glass, smelting and building, etc, etc), as
well as a major proportion of the world’s natural gas and oil re-
sources. He invited his colleague, Ivan Horddek (paleobiologist),
the late Jerzy Glazek (Poland) and me, to work together to pro-
duce the first world-scale systematic and regional review of the
nature and origin of paleokarst phenomena and their resources. It
was an ambitious project for a young man but, as editor-in-chief,
Pavel cast his net widely and successfully, reeling in national stu-
dies from China, the USSR, most of Europe, North Africa, the
USA and Canada, even some of the Pacific islands. The systematic
topics covered mineral resources, hydrogeologic and engineering
hazards, and the science of paleokarst origins. Thirty-two authors
from seventeen nations contributed. As editor-in-chief, Pavel had
to work very hard to stimulate the writers and keep them on sche-
dule. My job was to edit the written English for clarity and style:
I learned a great deal more about paleokarst in the process, for
which T am ever grateful to “the chief”! Paleokarst: A Systematic
and Regional Review was published by Academia Praha in 1989,
a 725 page volume.'

It was no surprise to me when his exceptional vigour and bread-
th of experience in earth sciences brought Pavel to serve his country
as Director of the Institute of Geology of the Czech Academy of
Sciences. I had the privilege as attending the Institute as a reviewer,
and found it to be a well-structured expert organization, geared to

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nou tak, aby slouzila nejen ekonomickym zdjmtim Ceské republiky,
ale i potfebdm spole¢nosti v historii a ochrané pfirody. Pro vétinu
profesnich védct by bylo stdt se feditelem vyznamného ndrodniho
Gstavu vrcholem jejich kariéry, musime ale ocenit Pavla Bosdka také
jako védé oddaného internaciondla. V letech 1993 az 2005 piso-
bil ve prospéch svétovych jeskyndt orientovanych jak védecky tak
i sportovné jako (dle mého ndzoru vynikajici) generdlni tajemnik
Mezindrodn{ speleologické unie.

Tésim se,
ze to tak bude i béhem pfistiho speleologického kongresu, Haute
Savoie 2022!

serve not only the economic interests of the Czech Republic but
also the historic and conservationist needs of the community. For
most professional scientists, to be the director of an important nati-
onal institute would be the peak career achievement, but we must
also recognize Pavel Bosdk as a profoundly committed internatio-
nalist. From 1993 to 2005 he served the world’s cavers, scientific
and sporting, as (in my opinion) an outstanding General Secretary
of the International Speleological Union. No other Secretary, be-
fore or since, has had his fluency in so many languages, a most
important attribute.

Pavel is now officially in the retirement age, but I know that
he is not really retiring from cave and karst studies. At merely
seventy years of age he is still, in spirit, that bright young man
who toured my student group around Bohemia in 1973. He and
I have been together in other caves many times since then. I look
forward to being so again at the next speleo congress, Haute Sa-
voie 2022!

Pavla zndm odeddvna. Béhem té doby se v nasich vlastech zménily
politika, ziizeni, vlddy a také formdlni systémy ve svété védy. Byly
roky, kdy podminky ve védé byly v mé zemi piiznivejsi nez v Pavlové
vlasti. Tehdy Pavel nasel pomoc mezi polskymi kolegy. Nyni, v ¢a-
sech z tohoto pohledu lepsich, mizeme zapomenout na tézkou mi-
nulost.

Pavel Bosik - friend - allied soul

I have known Pavel for ages. Politics, regime, governments and also
the systems of science changed in our countries during these years.
There were years that the conditions in science were more favorable
in my country than in Pavel’s homeland. Then, he found support
among Polish colleagues. Today, when the times changed for the bet-
ter, we can forget about the difficult past. However, the main things
persisted — karst, friendship, closeness and understanding, “flavored”
by a similar sense of humor and, of course, also supported by beer.

There were times that both of us acted as directors in institutes
of similar names, experiencing identical difficulties, caused by, de-
licately said, not too clever (in our opinion), frequently changing
and work-complicating regulations in scientific work. It was good
to share one’s disappointment with somebody who understood the
circumstances and viewed them similarly. When closing our letters,
we frequently added our personal experiences with grass mowing at
the weekend house, something about the family, cats, but also about
the beer drinking in a good company.

Pavel received the associate professor degree and professor degree
in our institute. He acted as a reviewer during the professional grow-
th of our scientists, became a co-author of papers and also acted du-
ring the evaluations of our institute. He was an advisor and a teacher
bug, first of all, a friend.

‘The most pleasant were the moments spent in the field during jo-
int research and getting together within speleological symposia. For
instance, I remember a joint field trip of the Czech-Polish group to
the Moravian Karst during Indian summer. It was this very field trip
that produced the attached photo of two mud-covered directors of
similar height, quite happy about their lifestyle...

Pavel, I wish you many similar moments to come in your life.

Ryszardem Gradziniskim, byla vénova-
na problematice tatranského krasu. Nase pracovni skupina byla po-
z4d4dna o pomoc pii vedeni exkurze. Byla mi pfidélena role ,koncové
svitilny, tedy méla jsem dohlédnout, aby se nikdo z pocetné skupi-
ny Gcastnikil nezdrzel hodné vzadu a poskytovat ptipadnou pomoc.
Exkurze se G¢astnil také host z Cech — Pavel Bosik. Tak se stalo, 7e
po vétSinu trasy vedouci pres Wawdz Krakéw do jeskyné Lodowej
v Ciemniaku jsme $li spole¢né a rozmlouvali o rtznorodych téma-
tech. Od jeskyni jako takovych ptes obtize Gcasti pii vyjezdech na za-
hrani¢ni konference az po pldny, jak by se $lo dozvédét o jeskynich
vice. Tak vypadalo moje prvni setkdni s Pavlem.

Pozdéji jsme se od té doby potkali mnohokrdt, v riznych regio-
nech, v riznych jeskynich... Spole¢né jsme badali v jeskynich Cech,
Slovenska, Slovinska... Setkdvali jsme se ve Var$avé a v Praze... Byly
spole¢né ndpady, spole¢né badatelské projekty, vyjezdy na konferen-
ce i dlouhé rozmluvy na témata nejen odbornd. Setkdvali jsme se téz
v Tatrdch v rdmci Speleologickych sympozii ¢i spolecnych praci, jako
byla napfiklad exkurze do jeskyni Kasprowa Niznia nebo Magurska.

Na tatranskd setkdni vzpomindm nejradéji. Posledni z této sé-
rie setkdni v Tatrdch probéhlo pomérné neddvno. V roce 2017 se
v Zakopaném uskutecnilo 51. Speleologické symposium Krasové
sekce Polského spolku pifrodovédct M. Kopernika. V té dobé jsme
s Pavlem koordinovali polsko-¢esky projekt zahrnujici vyzkumy
v krasu v nasich zemich. V rdmci tohoto projektu jsme se oba, véet-
né nasich spolupracovniki, Géastnili symposia. A znovu, stejné jako
pfed tiiceti lety, byl ¢as i chut na dlouhé rozmluvy, vypiti pullitru
piva (nebo i nékolika) a exkurze — jesté jednou k Wywierzysku Bys-
trej nebo do Doliny Koscieliske;.

From Hight Tatras to High Tatras — a ,,never ending story*
I became interested in caves already during my University studies.
As a student of Faculty of Geology of the Warsaw University I par-
ticipated in the creation of an inventory of the High Tatra caves in
1979. It was a wonderful summer full of work in the caves. The 51*
Congress of the Polish Geological Society took place in Zakopane
at the same time. One of the field trips, guided by the Prof. Jerzy
Glazek and Prof. Ryszard Gradziniski, focused on the problems of
High Tatra karst. Our working group was asked to help in the field
trip organization. I was asked to serve as an “end-of-train light” to
take care about stragglers and help them if necessary. A guest from
Bohemia, Pavel Bosak, also participated. As a result of this we walked
together and talked about various topics during the majority of the
trip, leading through the Wawéz Krakéw into the Lodowa Cave in
Ciemniak. We discussed the caves as such, difficulties in participati-
on in international meetings and our research plans — how to learn
more about caves. So this was the first time I met Pavel.

Later on, we met many times, in different regions, in various
caves... We performed common research in caves of Bohemia, Slova-
kia, Slovenia... We were seeing each other in Warsaw and in Prague...
There were common ideas, field trips, conference participations and
long discussions on various topics, not only the scientific ones. We
were also seeing each other in the High Tatra Mts. during Speleolo-
gical Symposia or joint activities, such as field trips to the Kasprowa
Niznia or Magurska caves.

Our High Tatra meetings are my favorites to remember. The
last of them was held only recently — in 2017: the 51* Speleological
Symposium of the Karst Section of the Polish Copernicus Society
of Naturalists in Zakopane. Pavel and I coordinated a Polish—Czech
project focused on karst research in our countries at that time. The
two of us, including our team members, took part in the Symposi-
um. And again, just as thirty years ago, it was time and desire for
long discussions, drinking a glass of beer (or several ones) and field
trips — once again to the Bystra Spring or to the Koscieliska Valley.

I hope that our High Tatra (and not only High Tatra) meetings
will go on in a style of a “never ending story” and that we drink
some glasses of beer together. And that, in spite of the fact that time
covered our hair in white, we will walk together to the Bystra Spring
for the third time.

Pavel Bosik, sedmdesaté narozeniny

Jesté si dobfe pamatuji prvni prici v terénu s Pavlem v ¢ervnu 1997.
Po 5. Mezindrodni krasové skole Klasicky kras zaméfené na jeskyné
ztstal Pavel pdr dalsich dni v Postojné. Znala jsem ho jako geologa
oddaného paleokrasu a jako pravidelného Gcastnika Krasovych skol.
Vyzvala jsem ho k ndvstévé sedimenty zaplnénych jeskyni na stavbé
ddlnice u obce Divaca. Diskutovali jsme stéfi jeskynnich sedimentt
a otdzku bezestropych jeskyni a moznosti jejich datovdni. V ¢ chvili
Pavel pfisel s tim, Ze néco by se dalo v tomto sméru délat s pomoci
paleomagnetické analyzy, protoze v jejich tGstavu maji laboratof, kte-
14 je schopnd analyzovat nezpevnéné sedimenty. ProtoZe jsme méli
podobné ndpady a nézory na vyvoj jeskyni a spole¢ny zdjem v jejich
datovdni, a citili jsme, Ze spoluprdce by byla moznd, domluvili jsme
se na spole¢ném vyzkumu v budoucnosti. V zdfi 1997 Pavel Bosdk
a Petr Pruner pfijeli do Postojné ovzorkovat sedimenty zaplnénou
a ¢astedné denudovanou jeskyni Divaca (profil Divaca). Sedimenty
jsme vzorkovali také v jeskynich Divaska jama a Trhlovca. Tato pocd-
te¢n{ terénni price, osobni sympatie a prvni vysledky nds povzbudily
k pokracovini spoluprice. V roce 1998 se do tymu zapojil také An-
drej Miheve. Zpocitku byly nase vztahy strikiné oficidlni a profesio-
ndlni, ale brzy po prvnim terénu jsme se zacali citit vice neformalné.
Zacali jsme si také jeden druhého dobirat a uZivali jsme si spolecnou
praci. Diky nekone¢nym debatdm v terénu a nad pivem veder jsme
spole¢né vytviieli nds ndzor na vyvoj krasu a jeskyni.

Spolupréce se vyvinula od pocdtecnich piilezitostnych Pavlovych
navétév v Ustavu do trvalé spoluprdce véetné badatelskych projek-
t zaloZenych na paleomagnetickém datovini a analyze jeskynnich
a povrchovych sedimentt v krasu. Spoluprice byla podpofena né-
kolika bilateralni projekty na mezindrodni trovni Slovinsko/Cesk4
republika (program KONTAKT 1998-1999, 2001-2002, 2003—
2004, 2005-2006), ddle finan¢ni podporou Grantové agentury
Akademie véd Ceské republiky (projekty [AA3013201, 2002-2005;
1AA30130701, 2007-2011) az po instituciondlni projekt Geologic-
kého tstavu Ceské akademie véd (AVOZ 30130516, 2005-2011)
a instituciondlni podporu Geologického tstavu AV CR (RVO
67985831). Jmenovat lze i vjzkumné programy a projekty Ustavu
vyzkumu krasu (Karst Reseach Institute ZRC SAZU), financované
Slovinskou vyzkumnou agenturou (programy P6-0119-0618, PO-
0507 a P0-0119, a projekty J6-3035-0618-01 a J6-6345-0618-04);
véetné nékolika projekttt mezi-akademické vymény (SLO-CZ pro-
jekty mobility: MOBILITY SAZU-16-03 and SAZU-19-01).

Béhem téchto dlouhych let spoluprice jsme pracovali na vice
nez 30 mistech ve Slovinsku, vice jak 5 000 vzorka bylo prométe-
no paleomagnetickymi metodami a byly realizovdny stovky mine-
ralogickych, paleontologickych a dalsich sedimentologickych analyz
za Ucasti fady dalSich kolegti (viz spole¢né publikace). Béhem nasich
vyzkumt jsme spole¢né vylepsili existujici vyzkumné metody, coz
bylo podstatnym piispévkem k metodologii vyzkumu krasovych
sedimentt v obecné roviné. Dlouhodobd spoluprice a velky pocet
zpracovanych vzorkl vyustily ve vysoce kvalitni a ovéfené poznatky
o stdif a ptivodu sedimentit v krasu a jeskynich Slovinska.

Pavel se kromé toho Géastnil jako expert i dalsich aktivit Ustavu
vyzkumu krasu ZRC SAZU, a byl jmenovén externim spolupracov-
nikem Ustavu. Aktivné piisobil v programovém vyboru a v manage-
mentu Mezindrodnich krasovych skol v Postojné. Je také ¢lenem
Edi¢ni rady casopisu Acta Carsologica a icastni se pedagogické prace
Ustavu ve studijnim programu Karsologie na Univerzité Nova Gori-
ca. Jako generdlni tajemnik Mezindrodni speleologické unie-UIS se
v roce 2002 zdsadnim zplsobem zaslouzil o ustaveni trvalého sidla

Pavel Bosak, 70 birthday

I still remember the first fieldwork with Pavel in June 1997. After
the 5th International Karst School Classical karst dedicated to caves,
he stayed a few more days in Postojna. Knowing him as a geologist
devoted to paleokarst and regular participant of our Karst schools,
I invited him to visit sediment-filled caves at a highway construction
site near Divaca. We discussed the age of cave sediments and unro-
ofed caves and the possibility of dating them. At that time Pavel
remembered that something could be done in that direction with
paleomagnetic analysis, as they operate a laboratory in their Institute
that is also qualified to analyze loose sediments. Since we had similar
ideas and views about cave development, a common interest in de-
termining the age of karst, and we felt that collaboration would be
possible, we agreed on a work together in the future. In September
1997 Pavel and Petr Pruner came to Postojna to sample a sediment-
-filled and partly denuded cave near Divaca (Divaca Profile). We
also sampled sediments in Divaska jama and Trhlovca. The initial
fieldwork, the personal sympathy between us and the first results
encouraged us to continue the cooperation. In 1998 Andrej Mihevc
joined our team. At the beginning our relations were strictly official
and professional, but soon after the first fieldwork we started to feel
familiar. We also started to tease each other and had fun working
together. Through endless debates in the field and over beer in the
evening, we formed our common view on the evolution of karst and
caves.

The initial occasional Pavel’s visits of to the Institute grew into
a permanent cooperation including scientific projects on paleomag-
netic dating and analysis of cave and surface sediments in the karst.
The cooperation was supported at the Slovenia/Czech Republic le-
vel in several bilateral projects (CONTACT program: 1998-1999,
2001-2002, 20032004, 2005-2006), with financial support from
the Agency of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic
(projects IAA3013201, 2002-2005; IAA30130701, 2007-2011),
through the Institutional Project of the Institute of Geology AS CR
(AV0Z30130516, 2005-2011) and the Institutional Funding Plan
of the Institute of Geology of the Czech Academy of Sciences No.
RVO 67985831; with research programs and projects of the Karst
Research Institute ZRC SAZU, funded by the Slovenian Research
Agency (nos. P6-0119-0618, P0-0507 and P0-0119, and projects
Nos. J6-3035-0618-01 and ]J6-6345-0618-04); and with several in-
ter-academic exchange projects (SLO-CZ Mobility projects: MOBI-
LITY SAZU-16-03 and SAZU-19-01).

During these years we worked at over 30 different sites in Slove-
nia, over 5 000 samples were processed by palacomagnetic methods
and hundreds of mineralogical, paleontological and other sedimen-
tary analyses were made with various colleagues (see joint publicati-
ons). In our work we have jointly improved the existing methods of
investigation, which posed a significant contribution to the metho-
dology of karst sediment research. The long-term cooperation and
the large number of processed samples led to high-quality and veri-
fied results on the age and origin of sediments in karst and caves in
Slovenia.

In addition, Pavel participated as an expert in other activities of
the Karst Research Institute ZRC SAZU, and he was appointed an
external collaborator of the Institute. He took an active role in the
program committee and in the management of the International
Karst Schools in Postojna, he is also a member of the editorial board
of Acta Carsologica and participates in pedagogical work of the Insti-
tute within the Karstology program at University of Nova Gorica. As

Béhem
terénni préce a psani ¢ldnkd také nékdy nastaly v nasem tymu ur-
putné diskuse a neshody, né¢kdy kvuli odli$nym ndzordm na kras,
nékdy kvili silnym osobnostem, ale neshody se vidy podafilo vyte-
$it. Ziskali jsme obrovské mnozstvi novych poznatkd, pipravili fadu
spole¢nych publikaci a mnohé dalsi dulezité vysledky jesté na inter-
pretaci ¢ekaji. Zadné z nich ale nedosahuji vyznamu naseho piitel-
stvi a vzdjemného porozuméni.

V soucasné dobé jsou moji kolegové Pavel, Petr a Andrej jiz v dii-
chodovém véku, ale navzdory ¢astéjsim zdravotnim potizim déle po-
kracujeme ve spoluprici pfi interpretaci vysledki a zahrnujeme do nf
mladsi kolegy, keetf, doufejme, budou pokracovat v nasi dlouhodobé
spoluprdci a v zanicen{ pro studium krasovych sediment.

Zavérem pieji Pavlovi vie nejlepsi, a aby mél v mnoha dalsich
letech vili a chut pokracovat ve své praci a zkoumat krasové sedi-
menty. A aby si podrzel sviij osobity smysl pro humor.

the Secretary General of the International Union of Speleology-UIS
in 2002, he took an important credit in the permanent seating of
the UIS at the Institute’s address at Postojna, thus contributing sig-
nificantly to the recognition of the Institute and of ZRC SAZU and
Slovenia in the world. Due to his significant contribution to science
and the promotion of Slovenia, Pavel was elected a Corresponding
Member of Class IV of the Slovenian Academy of Sciences and Arts
in 2007.

Many years of scientific collaboration, joint fieldwork, sam-
pling in cold caves, and numerous visits between Postojna and Pra-
gue have brought our relationship to the level of a good friendship.
Fierce disagreements occurred occasionally in our team during the
fieldwork and paper writing, sometimes caused by different views
about the karst, and sometimes due to our strong personalities, but
we always balanced these disagreements. We have gained a huge
amount of new knowledge, prepared a lot of joint publications, also
many results are still waiting for interpretation, but none of them
reach the importance of our friendship and common understanding,.

By these days, my colleagues Pavel, Petr and Andrej have reached
the age of retirement but despite many health problems we still con-
tinue to work together on interpretations and involve young resear-
chers who will hopefully continue our long-standing cooperation
and passion for cave sediment studies.

Finally, I wish Pavel all the best. I wish him the will and the desire
to continue his work and explore cave sediments for many years to
come. I also wish him that he retained his distinctive sense of humor!

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Vyskumy prof. Pavla Boséka v slovenskych jaskyniach
Vyskumné préce jubilanta na Slovensku napreduji najmi od druhej
polovice 90. rokov minulého storodia, ked Sprava slovenskych jaskyn
v rdmci Useku ochrany jaskyn zacala rozvijat vedeckd ¢innost vrita-
ne zahrani¢nej spoluprdce. Na zdklade dohody o vedeckej spolupra-
ci medzi Geologickym tstavom Akadémie vied Ceskej republiky
a Spravou slovenskych jaskyn z roku 1998, sa Pavel Bosik so svo-
jimi spolupracovnikmi zameriaval najmi na magnetostratigraficky
vyskum jaskynnych sedimentov vyuZitelny pri rieSeni speleogenézy
vo vybranych oblastiach Zdpadnych Karpdt, neskér aj na problema-
tiku hypogénnych jaskyri.

Zo sedimentologického, magnetostratigrafického i speleogenetic-
kého hladiska P Bosak u nds skiimal Ochtinskd aragonitovi jaskyru,
Beliansku jaskyriu, Deminovské jaskyne (Deminovsku jaskymiu slobo-
dy, jaskynu Okno), jaskyriu Domica, Stratenskd, Jasovskd, Moldavska,
Vazeckd, Harmanecka, Liskovskd a Plavecki jaskyniu, ako aj jaskyne Po-
nického krasu. Velkou mierou pomohol pri priprave vzoriek alochtén-
nych jaskynnych sedimentov na datovanie pomocou kozmogénnych
nuklidov. Spolu s P Bosidkom sme sa dalej zaoberali problematikou
vyvoja jaskyti vodami vystupujicimi pozdlz Zlomov na rozhranim po-
hori a medzihorskych kotlin, resp. panvi, ¢o je typické pre kras viacerych
oblasti Zapadnych Karpdt. Zabezpecil a vykondval aj magnetostratigra-
ficky vyskum travertinov v Liptovskej kotline na lokalitdich Beseniova,
Liptovské Slia¢e a Cerend pri Ludrovej. Nespodetné mnozstvo hodin
strdvenych pri priprave a Gprave skiimanych geologickych profilov, od-
bere vzoriek, ich analyze a vyhodnocovani priniesli mnozstvo ddlezitych
tdajov a poznatkov.

P. Bosék je spoluautorom viacerych vedeckych ¢ldnkov o genéze
slovenskych jaskyn, ktoré st publikované v karentovanych speleo-
logickych a geomorfologickych casopisoch. Z nich medzi najdole-
zitejSie patria Stidie o Ochtinskej aragonitovej jaskyni a jaskyni
Domica. Stidia o svetozndmej Ochtinskej aragonitovej jaskyni po-
ddva siborné poznatky o jej morfoldgii a vyvoji, mineralégii vyplni,
magnetostratigrafii i veku sedimentov (publikovand v casopise Geo-
logica Carpathica 53/6 z roku 2002). Rekonstrukcia vyvoja trovni
cezhrani¢ného slovensko-madarského jaskynného systému Domica-
-Baradla, zaloZend na datovani sedimentov pomocou kozmogénnych
nuklidov a metédou U-series i na magnetostratigrafii sedimentov, je
doéleZitd nielen zo hladiska speleogenézy, ale aj z hladiska pliocénno-
-pleistocénnej denudacnej chronolégie Zdpadnych Karpdt (Stddia
publikovand v casopise Geomorphology 327 z roku 2019). Dalsie vy-
sledky z tychto vyskumov publikoval vo viacerych dalsich vedeckych
casopisoch a zbornikoch, ktoré vysli na Slovensku i v zahranidi.

Vysledky magnetostratigrafického vyskumu sedimentov, ktory
P. Bosik vykondva v spoluprdci najmi s Petrom Prunerom, dalej
vyrazne prispeli k spracovaniu $tddie o genéze Belianskej jaskyne
a vyvoji prilahlej doliny Bielej (publikovana v Geografickom casopi-
se 63/4 z roku 2011). Pri vyskume jaskyn vytvorenych vodami vy-
stupujcimi pozdf# zlomov na rozhranim pohori a medzihorskych
kotlin, resp. panvi, P. Bosdk striktne zdoraznil, Ze sa vyvojom odli-
$ujt od karbonatickych hypogénnych jaskyti vytvaranych v dosledku
hlbinnych zdrojov oxidu uhli¢itého, hoci st morfologicky podobné
(Stidia publikovand v casopise Acta Carsologica 41/2-3 z roku 2012).
Pri rieSeni dalSich problémov speleogenézy v Zapadnych Karpatoch
iniciativne a neodkladne zabezpecil mineralogické analyzy vzoriek
jaskynnych vyplni vrdtane interpretdcie vysledkov — dokazovanie
sulfurickych féz vyvoja Plaveckej jaskyne (Studia publikovand v /n-
ternational Journal of Speleology 48/2 v roku 2019) a pokracujici
vyskum Liskovskej jaskyne.

Research of Prof. Pavel Bosik in the caves of Slovakia
Research activities of Pavel Bosdk in Slovakia accelerated especial-
ly in the 2" half of 1990s, when the Slovak Cave Administration,
within the cave protection agenda, launched scientific programs in
caves, including international cooperation. Based on the Agreement
between the Institute of Geology of the CAS and the Slovak Cave
Administration signed in 1998, Pavel Bosik with his colleagues fo-
cused on magnetostratigraphic research of cave sediments in selected
regions of Western Carpathians and its application in the studies of
cave genesis, later also on the topic of hypogene caves.

The caves subjected to sedimentological, magnetostratigra-
phic and speleogenetic research of P. Bosdk include the Ochtinskd
Aragonite Cave, Belianska Cave, Deminovské Caves (Deminov-
skd Cave of Liberty, Okno Cave), and the Domica, Stratenskd,
Jasovskd, Moldavskd, Harmaneckd, Liskovskd and Plaveckd caves,
as well as caves of the Poniky Karst. He greatly contributed to the
preparation of samples for cave sediment dating using cosmo-
genic radionuclides. We together studied also the problem of
cave formation by ascending waters. These waters ascended along
faults separating the mountains and inter-mountain depressions
or basins, which is typical for several regions within the Wes-
tern Carpathians. Pavel Bosdk also ensured and conducted mag-
netostratigraphic research of travertine deposits at the localities
of Besetovd, Liptovské Sliate and Cerend near Ludrové in the
Liptovskd kotlina Basin. The uncountable hours spent on field
section preparation, sample collection and analyses and during
data interpretation resulted in numerous important findings.

Pavel Bosdk is a co-author of numerous scientific papers on the
genesis of Slovak caves, which have been published in speleologi-
cal and geomorphological journals with impact factor. The study
of the world-famous Ochtinskd Aragonite Cave, published in Geo-
logica Carpathica journal 53/6 in 2002, brings a data synthesis on
its morphology and evolution, mineralogy of secondary cave fills
and on magnetostratigraphy and age of the sediments. The study of
the cross-border Slovak-Hungarian cave system of Domica-Baradla,
published in Geomorphology journal 327 in 2019, provides a recon-
struction of the cave level evolution based on sediment dating by
cosmogenic radionuclides, U-series method and magnetostratigra-
phy. It is important not only in view of cave genesis, but also in
view of Pliocene-Pleistocene denudation chronology of the Western
Carpathians. Other results of these studies have been released by
P. Bosdk in several other journals and conference proceedings pub-
lished in Slovakia and abroad.

The results of magnetostratigraphic study of cave sediments per-
formed by P Bosdk especially in cooperation with Petr Pruner fur-
ther supported the study of formation of the Belianska Cave and the
evolution of the adjacent Biela River valley (published in Geografic-
ky Casopis 63/4, 2011). Within the study of caves formed by waters
ascending along faults separating the mountains and inter-mountain
basins, P. Bosék rigorously emphasized their difference from carbo-
nate hypogene caves formed as a result of CO, streaming from deep
sources, despite their morphological similarity. The study was pub-
lished in Acta Carsologica 41/2-3 in 2012.

In the course of other speleogenetic studies within the Western
Carpathians, he actively rendered mineralogical analyses of samples
of the cave filling including data interpretation, e.g., during docu-
mentation of sulfuric speleogenesis phase in the Plaveckd Cave (the
study was published in the /nternational Journal of Speleology 48/2 in
2019) or during continued research of the Liskovskd Cave.
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Medzindrodnej speleologickej komunite sme priblizili, Ze pojem
stropné koryto zaviedol uz v roku 1937 Z. Roth a na zdklade vlast-
nych pozorovani objasnil zdkonitosti jeho vytvdrania — avsak v tazsie
dostupnej a tym aj menej zndmej Stidii o vyvoji jaskyne Domica,
ktord vysla v regiondlnom casopise Bratislava (spréva publikovand
v Casopise Acta Carsologica 44/1 z roku 2015).

Od roku 1997 sa jubilant aktivne zicastiiuje vedeckych konfe-
rencii Vjiskum, vyuzivanie a ochrana jaskys, na krorych prezentuje
vysledky svojej vyskumnej ¢innosti. Vyziadant predndsku prednie-
sol aj na 6. kongrese Medzindrodnej asocidcie spristupnenych jaskyn
(ISCA) v roku 2010, ktory organizovala Spréva slovenskych jaskyn
v Deminovskej doline. Je dlhoro¢nym ¢lenom redakénych rdd slo-
venskych speleologickych a karsologickych ¢asopisov Aragonit a Slo-
venskych kras, ako aj karentovaného geologického casopisu Geologica
Carpathica (oficidlny vedecky ¢asopis Karpatsko-balkdnskej geolo-
gickej asocidcie, ktory vychddza na Slovensku).

S jubilantom nadalej mdme rozpracované viaceré spolocné
vyskumné tlohy, ktoré prispeji k prehibeniu doterajich poznatkov
o vyvoji krasu a jaskyn Zipadnych Karpdt, najmi pokracovanie
vyskumu hypogénnych jaskyn v Plaveckom hradnom vrchu v Ma-
lych Karpatoch, doriesenie genézy Ochtinskej aragonitovej jaskyne
a Belianskej jaskyne ¢i sibornd geochronologicka rekonstrukcia vy-
voja Deminovskych jaskyn. V prispevku zadanom do Slovenského
kerasu sa zaoberdme problematikou zavddzania pojmu sinter do Ceskej
a slovenskej speleologickej terminoldgie. Nadvizujic na doterajsie
spolo¢né aktivity uvitame a te$ime sa na dalsie bddatelské a vyskum-
né pobyty a price P. Bosdka na Slovensku, ktoré ¢oraz viac prehlbuju
dlhodobu a prospesnt vedeckt spoluprdcu medzi ceskymi a sloven-
skymi speleolégmi.

V mene slovenskych jaskyniarov prof. RNDr. Pavlovi Bosdkovi,
DrSc., dakujeme za doteraj$iu bohatt a tvorivi spoluprdcu. Do dal-
$ich rokov Zivota mu Zeldme vela $tastia, zdravia, pracovnej i osobnej
pohody a tspechov pri dalSom bddani krasu a jaskyr.

We informed the international speleological community that the
term ceiling channel was introduced and explained by Z. Roth based
on his observations in 1937 already, but was published in a hardly
available — therefore little known — study of the evolution of the
Domica Cave published in the local journal Bratislava (information
was published in Acta Carsologica 44/1 in 2015).

Since 1997, Pavel Bosik has been participating in conferences
Research, Utilization and Protection of Caves, presenting the results of
his research. He also delivered an invited lecture at the 6™ Congress
of International Show Cave Association in 2010, organized by the
Slovak Cave Aministration in the Deminovska dolina Valley. He acts
as a member of editorial boards of Slovak speleological and karsolo-
gical journals Aragonit and Slovensky kras (Acta Carsologica Slovaca) as
well as a member of the Editorial Board of Geological Carpathica, an
official impact-factor journal of the Carpathian-Balkan Geological
Association published in Slovakia.

We currently work together with P. Bosdk on several research
topics, which will extend our knowledge of karst and caves evolution
in the Western Carpathians. These include the continued study of
hypogene caves on Plavecky hradny vrch Hill in the Lesser Carpa-
thians, solving the formation of the Ochtinskd Aragonite Cave and
Belianskd Cave or a general geochronologic reconstruction of the
evolution of the Deminovské Caves. In a paper just submitted to
the Slovensky kras journal we discuss the introduction of the word
sinter into the Czech and Slovak speleological terminology. In conti-
nuation of the current common research, we are looking forward to
future research stays of P. Bosdk in Slovakia, which ever deepen the
long-term profitable cooperation between Czech and Slovak spele-
ologists.

On behalf of Slovak cavers and cave scientists we would like to
thank Prof. RNDr. Pavel Bosik, DrSc., for his wide and creative
cooperation. We wish him much happiness, good health, well-being
in his professional and personal life and many achievements in the
karst and cave research.
